RESOLUTION NO. 3378
A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE METHOD AND MANNER OF SETTLING CLAIMS BY THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS.


WHEREAS, the Kansas Tort Claims Act provides that subject to the terms of any insurance contract, claims against the City or its employees, acting within the scope of employment or office, may be settled by the Governing Body in such manner that the Governing Body may designate; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager by City Operating Procedure 222 has established the procedure for handling claims.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:


The Governing Body approves the method and manner for the handling of claims as established by City Operating Procedure 222.  The Governing Body authorizes the City Attorney with the approval of the City Manager to settle a claim or a lawsuit up to an amount of $5,000 without prior approval of the Governing Body.  The Governing Body further authorizes the City Attorney with the approval of the City Manager to settle a claim or a lawsuit, or any portion, element or count of a claim or lawsuit, that is covered by the City’s automobile liability insurance policy, and that is subject to the deductible or self-insured retention under that policy, up to an amount of $25,000, without prior approval of the Governing Body.  The members of the Governing Body shall by periodic confidential memorandum be advised of all matters settled by the City Attorney with approval of the City Manager, including the nature of the claim or lawsuit, the reason for settlement, and the amount of said settlement.  Governing Body members may obtain details of the claim and settlement by contacting the Law Department.  Settlement of a claim or a lawsuit exceeding the above-described amounts shall require prior authorization by the Governing Body.

Resolution No. 2135 is hereby rescinded.
