
RESOLUTION NO. 2928
A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING POLICY ON THE FENCING OF PARK PROPERTY LINES SHARED WITH ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS.

WHEREAS,  the Committee Development Committee of the City Council at their meeting on the 9th day of August, 1977, recommended to the City Council certain operating policies and procedures; and

WHEREAS,  the Governing Body of the City of Overland Park, Kansas, did on the 22nd of August, 1977, find such policies and procedures to be acceptable;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

PARK FENCING:
Cost Sharing on a 50-50 Basis By Adjacent Property Owner - Installation of four foot (4') to six for (6') residential class chain link fences shall be installed along joint park property lines when the following conditions are met.

Conditions:

1 Park area was acquired after adjacent residential development had occurred.

1 Budgeted balance in fencing accounts sufficient to fund the City's share of improvement.

1 A written request is received from an adjacent property owner.

Height of the fences installed shall be four to six foot (6') or subject to local Homes Association’s restrictions.

Necessary replacement of trees, shrubs, sod and other improvements on the resident’s property disturbed by the installation of the fencing shall be an obligation of the property owner.

Such improvement shall be performed by City employees or contract and as work schedules and Budget guidelines permit.

RESOLUTION NO. 1313 is hereby rescinded.
