
RESOLUTION NO. 2620PRIVATE 

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING FEES FOR THE SERVICE OF FINGERPRINTING AND AUTHORIZING RULES AND PROCEDURES FOR THE SAME.


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park Police Department has employees training to take fingerprints for criminal justice and other purposes; and


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park utilizes limited resources to provide fingerprint services to the public; and


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park has determined that the establishment and administration of rules, regulations and fees is necessary to the effective use of its limited resources.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS, that the following policies and fees for fingerprinting by the Overland Park Police Department are hereby established:


A. The City Manager, through the Chief of Police, shall have the authority to establish rules, regulations and procedures for the service of fingerprinting.


B. The Chief of Police shall administer said rules, regulations and procedures.


C. Fees for use of the police department fingerprinting service shall be as follows:



1. A fee of five dollars per fingerprint card collected shall be charged.



2. Fees shall be collected by the Records Unit when the cards are completed.  A cash-register receipt shall be provided to the person requesting the fingerprints.


D. Fingerprint service shall only be available to City of Overland Park residents and persons who are employed by a business located in the City of Overland Park.
