RESOLUTION NO. 3557
A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING FEES FOR SERVICES OR ACTIVITIES OF THE OVERLAND PARK FIRE DEPARTMENT.
WHEREAS, the Overland Park Fire Department is required to conduct periodic inspections of all commercial, educational, institutional and multi-family residential buildings within the City to ensure compliance with fire and life safety regulations, and

WHEREAS, when in the course of such inspections a code violation is found, a re-inspection is necessary to ensure compliance, and
WHEREAS, a substantial number of second, third, fourth and even fifth re-inspections are required in order to determine compliance with a directive to correct a code violation, all of which not only has a substantial cost impact on the department but also wastes time and resources and delays the conduct of new inspections, presenting a fire and life safety risk to the public, and

WHEREAS, establishing fees for re-inspections beyond the first re-inspection will help obtain compliance sooner and provide for a more effective and cost-efficient inspection system without having to add more inspection personnel.  

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS, THAT THE FOLLOWING FEES BE ESTABLISHED:

1. If no violations are found during the initial inspection, or if all violations are corrected prior to the scheduled first re-inspection, no fee will be assessed.
2. If all violations are not corrected prior to that first re-inspection, a service fee will be assessed for that first re-inspection based on the square footage to be re-inspected as follows: 0-50,000 square feet = $100; between 50,000-200,000 square feet = $250; above 200,000 square feet = $400.  If all violations are not corrected prior to the second re-inspection, a service fee for the second re-inspection will be assessed for each square footage category in the amounts of $200, $350 and $500, respectively.  If all violations are not corrected prior to the third re-inspection, a service fee for the third re-inspection will be assessed for each square footage category in the amounts of $300, $450 and $600, respectively.
3. If a notice to appear in municipal court is required to obtain compliance, any fines assessed by the court shall be in addition to the fees specified above.  Any unpaid fees will be assessed against the property and collected in the same manner as property taxes.  The property owner/landlord shall be notified of any delinquent fees if the occupant is not the owner of the property.
