RESOLUTION NO. 3130

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING HEALTH PERMIT FEES FOR FOOD SERVICE ESTABLISHMENTS WITHIN THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS


WHEREAS, in order to provide for the protection of food prepared for service to the public, the City of Overland Park has adopted food service codes and established a food service permit and inspection program within the City, and


WHEREAS, the Governing Body has determined that this program not only protects the public health but aids in the economic development of the food service industry by promoting confidence in the health and safety of food served to the public within the City, and that, therefore, fees should be charged to help offset the cost of providing such a program.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS, that the following policies and fees be established:

A.
The City Manager, through the Administrator, Environmental Health, shall have the authority to implement and administer the policies and fees established by this Resolution.

B.
Fees for the obtaining of a health permit for food service establishments within the City of Overland Park, Kansas, shall be as follows:

INITIAL AND ANNUAL HEALTH PERMIT:

$100.00

LATE FEE:






$  25.00

REISSUED PERMIT:




$100.00

TEMPORARY CONCESSIONS:



$  10.00

C. The initial permit shall be for a one-year period and shall be required to be renewed on an annual basis thereafter.  If the renewal permit is not issued prior to the expiration date, a late fee shall be incurred.  If a permit is canceled, suspended or revoked, a fee for a reissued permit shall be assessed.  The fees established by this Resolution shall be applicable to any permit issued with an effective date of January 1, 2001, and thereafter.  Permits scheduled to expire and be renewed on or after January 1, 2001, may not be renewed earlier to avoid payment of this fee.

RESOLUTION NO. 2937 is hereby rescinded.
