
RESOLUTION NO. 275PRIVATE 


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park, Kansas, is an "eligible employer" as defined by 74‑4902(13) General Statutes 1961 Supplement as amended by Chapter 412, Law of 1963.


WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Mayor and Council of the City of Overland Park, Kansas, that the City of Overland Park become a participating employer in the Kansas Public Employees' Retirement System established under the provisions of said sections 74‑4901 to 74‑4926, General Statutes 1961 Supplement as amended by Chapter 412, Laws of 1963.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS, that the City of Overland Park shall and hereby makes application to become a participating employer to provide for the inclusion of all of its eligible employees under the Kansas Public Employees Retirement System as provided by 74‑4901 to 74‑4926, General Statutes 1961 Supplement as amended by Chapter 412, Laws of 1963.


This resolution shall be published in the official newspaper of the City of Overland Park, Kansas, once each week for two consecutive weeks.


If within sixty (60) days after the final publication of this resolution a petition signed by electors equal in number to five percent (5%) of the number who voted at the last regular city election or two hundred fifty (250) electors, whichever is the lesser, shall be filed with the City Clerk, demanding that such resolution be submitted to a vote of the electors, it shall not take effect until submitted to a referendum and approved by a majority of the electors voting thereon.
