RESOLUTION NO. 2952

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE LEGACY OF GREENERY COMMITTEE TO SELL FIREWOOD AND WOOD CHIPS.


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park, Kansas through its Forestry Division accumulates stock piles of firewood and wood chips at Parks and Forestry Headquarters; and 


WHEREAS, burning is not permitted at the Parks and Forestry Headquarters; and 


WHEREAS, there is considerable cost to the City to transport firewood and wood chips to a landfill; and 


WHEREAS, citizens can benefit from the burning of firewood and landscaping and mulching with wood chips.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

1. That the Legacy of Greenery Committee shall be permitted to periodically sell firewood and wood chips stockpiled at Parks and Forestry Headquarters.

2. That the Legacy of Greenery Committee shall be permitted to determine the dates and times for sales to occur.

3. That the Legacy of Greenery Committee shall be permitted to determine the price to be charged for firewood and wood chips.  Such list of prices shall be submitted to the Director of Parks and Recreation for approval.

4. That all revenue derived from the sale of firewood and wood chips shall be deposited in the Legacy of Greenery Trust Fund and shall be utilized for beautification projects in the City.

RESOLUTION NO. 1853 is hereby rescinded.
