
RESOLUTION NO. 1774PRIVATE 

A RESOLUTION PROVIDING A PROCEDURE TO BE FOLLOWED BY THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK EMPLOYEES IN REQUESTING LEGAL OPINIONS AND RESPONDING TO THE SAME.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

SECTION 1.  Procedures for requesting written legal opinions of staff attorneys.
(a) Any employee of the City requesting a written legal opinion of a staff attorney regarding legal issues within the scope of the employee's duties shall make his/her request on a form provided by the City entitled "Legal Opinion Form."

(b) Before being submitted to the Legal Department, the Legal Opinion Form must be signed by both the employee and the municipal corporate superior making the request in order to insure the confidentiality of the request and reply thereto under the privileged records exemption of the Open Records Act (1983 Kan. Sess. Laws, Ch. 171).

(c) Department Directors and Division Heads qualify as municipal corporate superiors for purposes of requesting written legal opinions. In the Police Department, any officer of Lieutenant rank or above shall be considered a municipal corporate superior.

SECTION 2.  Procedure for responding to requests for written legal opinions by staff attorneys.
(a) Staff attorneys responding to written requests shall do so on a form provided by the City entitled "Legal Opinion Reply Form."

(b) All request responses shall be forwarded to the municipal corporate superior making the request who shall then forward the same to the proper employee.
