
RESOLUTION NO. 2724

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE AUTHORIZATION, SPECIFICATIONS AND PROCEDURE FOR THE USE OF THE CITY LOGO.

WHEREAS, at its regularly scheduled meeting on May 7, 1990, the Governing Body of the City of Overland Park, Kansas, adopted the current City logo; and

WHEREAS, the City has used the City logo in its official business and has established rights to appropriation and use of the City logo under common law trademark protection and has secured rights under the Copyright Act of 1976 by obtaining registration of a copyright of the City's logo; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City to establish the criteria for the authorization, the standards for the specifications and the procedure for the use of the City logo.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the City of Overland Park, Kansas:

SECTION 1.
  AUTHORIZATION.  The City logo shall be used only in activities relating to the official business of the City of Overland Park, Kansas.

SECTION 2.
  SPECIFICATIONS.  Use of the City logo shall meet the following standards:

a.
Reproduction must always be from the original logo or an authorized print.

b.
The tree logo itself is art, not type, and should not be assembled or 

typeset.

c.
The type style of the City's logo is Goudy Oldstyle and Times Roman.

d.
Three PMS colors create the full-color version of the logo.

1.
The tree's foliage is PMS 356

2.
"Overland Park" and "Kansas" are PMS 287

3.
"OP," "The City of" and the line are PMS 343

e.
Camera-ready logo sheets are available from the Communications Manager.  If a radically different size is needed, a print must be made from the original artwork, which is stored with the Communication Manager.  A logo may only be copied from an authorized logo sheet or from the original artwork.

f.
Accompanying type, such as names and addresses on letterhead and business cards, is Goudy Oldstyle.  Since there is often a difference between the same typeface as set on different equipment, it is recommended that the entire copy block be reset when additions or alterations are made to existing material.  Letterhead and business cards must follow guidelines available from the Communications Manager.

g.
When used as an identifier for City departments on vehicles, equipment, apparel, etc., the department name should be centered under the entire logo in Goudy Oldstyle.

h.
The logo may be used in either one or three colors, or as a one-color reverse.  If the full-color version is used, the colors must be as specified above.

i.
A one-color version may be printed in any color appropriate to the use.  Similarly, the logo may be reversed out of any color that is appropriate to the specific application.

j.
If the logo is to be used in a medium where standard PMS colors are not available (e.g., stitched into a knit shirt or with a foil), as close a color match as possible must be attempted.

k.
If a foil or embossing is used, it is recommended that only the tree and the "OP" be treated in that manner.

l.
The tree logo must always be used as is, never modified and never combined with other type.  Any modification of or additions to the type must be approved by the Communications Manager.

SECTION 3.
  PROCEDURE.  Before any party may use the City logo, the party must receive permission form the City Communications Manager.  If the City Communications Manager denies permission, the party may appeal to the Finance, Administration and Economic Development Committee which shall either grant or deny permission.

Permission to use the City logo shall only be granted if the use conforms to the criteria established in Section 1 and to the standards established in Section 2.
