RESOLUTION NO.  3265

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS, SETTING FORTH THE POLICY REGARDING AND THE PROCEDURE FOR REQUESTING CONSTRUCTION OF NEW SIDEWALKS IN ESTABLISHED NEIGHBORHOODS.

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of Overland Park, has established a New Sidewalk Program in order to have constructed sidewalks along established sections of improved streets; and

WHEREAS, neighborhood support is considered essential to the successful construction of sidewalks under the Sidewalk Program; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body recognizes the “homes association board” or “neighborhood conservation group” as the representative of a neighborhood, acting in the best interest of its residents; and

WHEREAS, it is desirable that a standard policy and procedure for requesting new sidewalks be established in order to set standards and inform all interested persons; and 

WHEREAS, a sidewalk will be constructed on one side of the street, in accordance with O.P.M.C. Chapter 13.08 and Chapter 18.460, with the actual location to be established by the design engineer based on trees, slopes, existing topography, costs, A.D.A. considerations, utility conflicts, safety, and other relevant considerations.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

That the following policies and procedures regarding new sidewalk construction in established neighborhoods are hereby adopted:

A. In areas represented by a homes association/neighborhood conservation group, a request, in writing, shall be submitted to the City from the president of the homes association board or the president of the neighborhood conservation group.  All requests shall be submitted to the Public Works Department for consideration.  

B. In areas not represented by a homes association/neighborhood conservation group, or where such bodies are inactive, an informal petition shall be submitted to the City, signed by at least sixty (60%) percent of the abutting property owners along both sides of the street, indicating their desire for the construction of a new sidewalk on that street. Only one property owner per property, including non-resident owners who are Overland Park residents, must sign the petition and only one vote per household will be counted. The City shall provide a standard sidewalk petition form, in either paper or electronic format. All petitions shall be submitted to the Public Works Department for consideration.  

C. The City will make every effort to construct sidewalks within its existing right of way. However, if necessary, residents shall dedicate to the City, at no cost to the project, all necessary temporary construction and permanent sidewalk easements.

D. No portion of the cost of constructing the sidewalk shall be assessed to the abutting property owners. Where sidewalk variances exist requiring construction of sidewalks by property owners, the City may require property owners to construct these sidewalks at the time of construction of the requested or petitioned sidewalks.
