PLANNING COMMISSION RESOLUTION NO. 39

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING POLICY FOR THE PRESERVATION OF ADDITIONAL OPEN SPACE AS PART OF THE U.S. 69 PARKWAY CORRIDOR.


WHEREAS, the Governing Body and Planning Commission of the City of Overland Park, Kansas, recognize the need for the preservation of open space adjacent to the public rights‑of‑way for the health, safety and welfare of city residents; and


WHEREAS, the preservation of open space adjacent to the right‑of‑way of U.S. 69 Highway will provide an aesthetically pleasing gateway into the City of Overland Park as part of the U.S. 69 Parkway Corridor; and


WHEREAS, such a reserve of open space will decrease highway noise, improve air quality and provide access to recreational opportunities within the public right‑of‑way.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY AND PLANNING COMMISSION:


That such a preservation of open space adjacent to the public right‑of‑way of U.S. 69 Highway shall be designed according to these guidelines:


1. The reservation of open space will constitute up to a 100‑foot landscape easement on private property adjacent to the public right‑of‑way of U.S. 69 Highway.


2. The property within the landscape easement shall remain within private ownership. If the landowner should prefer to transfer ownership of the land through dedication to the City, the City may consider such a proposal.


3. The landscape easement will be landscaped and maintained by the private landowner.


4. The nature and extent of the landscaping will be determined for each development at the time of the review of final development plans. However, the landscaping shall be compatible with the overall development of the U.S. 69 Parkway Corridor.


5. The width of the landscape easement may vary and will depend upon the type of land use proposed in each development, existing right‑of‑way land, topography and features of the land.
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6. In all cases, the landscape easement may be used in the calculation of the permitted intensity of the proposed development under the City's Land Use Intensity System (LUI).


7. In the event of residential development, the developer shall submit a landscaping plan at the time of final plat approval to be approved by the Planning Commission. All plant material shown on the plan shall be installed by the developer. The homes association covenants and deed restrictions shall specify that the maintenance of the landscape easement is the responsibility of the homes association.
