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RESOLUTION NO. 3743PRIVATE 

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING FEES FOR THE USE OF PARK SHELTERS, AUTHORIZING RULES AND PROCEDURES FOR THE OPERATION OF THE SAME IN ACCORDANCE WITH OVERLAND PARK MUNICIPAL CODE 10.08; RESCINDING RESOLUTION NUMBER 3706.


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park, Kansas, owns and operates Park Shelters for public recreation purposes; and


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park, Kansas, establishes and administers rules, regulations, and fees for use of said Park Shelters.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:


THAT, the following policies and fees be established:

A.
The City Manager, through the Director of Parks and Recreation, shall have the authority to establish rules, regulations, and procedures for use of Park Shelters.

B.
The Manager of Leisure Services and staff shall administer said rules, regulations, and procedures as directed by the City Manager through the Director of Parks and Recreation. 

C.
The following rental rules and priorities shall be established:

1.
City of Overland Park program and co-sponsored programs can reserve shelters at no charge.

D.
Fees for Park Shelters that can be reserved during regular hours of operation shall be as follows:

1.
Small shelters accommodating up to 50 people - $15 for one-hour increment.

2.
Large shelters accommodating up to 100 people - $20 for one-hour increment.

3.
Clock Tower Plaza accommodating up to 80 people - $25 for one-hour increment.

The rental fee for the Clock Tower Plaza shall be waived for the Downtown Overland Park Partnership and members of the Downtown Overland Park Business Improvement District.

E.
The following rental rules shall be established:

1.
A $5.00 non-refundable administrative fee will be charged for each permit issued.

2.
Request for refunds for use of a Park Shelter must be submitted in writing at least seven (7) business days in advance of the rental date.  Any request for refund submitted less than seven (7) business days of rental date will not be accepted.

3.
Shelters may be reserved up to one year in advance.

4. Normal hours for Park Shelters operations are 5:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.

THIS Resolution shall take effect and be in force from and after June 8, 2009.

Resolution No. 3706 is hereby rescinded.
