
RESOLUTION NO. 2798

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING CRITERIA AND GUIDELINES FOR ALLOWING THE PLACEMENT OF AMENITIES IN PUBLIC PARK AREAS BY PRIVATE CITIZENS OR ORGANIZATIONS.

WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park, Kansas, owns and operates numerous parks areas and recreational facilities for public recreation and leisure service activities; and

WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park, Kansas, establishes and administers rules and regulations, and fees for use of said park areas and recreational facilities; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City to develop criteria and guidelines for allowing the placement of amenities in public park areas by private citizens and organizations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

1.
That any person, organization or group wishing to place an amenity in a public park area shall make such request in writing to the Director of Parks and Recreation.

2.
That any such request regarding nonstructural amenities such as trees, shrubs, flowers, etc., shall be reviewed and approved by the Director of Parks and Recreation or designee.

3.
That any such request regarding a significant structural amenity that has a public benefit shall be reviewed by the Citizen's Advisory Council on Parks and Recreation.

4.
That any amenity to be placed in a public park area can be installed by the City of the donor as agreed upon and shall be installed in a manner approved by the City and at a location agreed upon by the City and the Donor.

5.
That the City shall not be responsible for repairing or replacing any amenity placed in a public park area which is damaged, destroyed, or stolen anytime after installation.

6.
That the City shall have the right to remove or relocate any amenity placed in a public park area at anytime.
