RESOLUTION NO. 3158

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE POLICY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS, REGARDING OPEN PUBLIC RECORDS; DELEGATING AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITY TO THE OVERLAND PARK CITY MANAGER FOR ASSURING THE CITY’S COMPLIANCE WITH K.S.A. 45-215 ET SEQ., KANSAS OPEN RECORDS ACT, AS AMENDED; RESCINDING RESOLUTION NO. 2793.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

SECTION 1.
Policy.  

It is hereby declared to be the policy of the City of Overland Park that all public records which are made, maintained or kept by or are in the possession of the City, its officers and employees, shall be open for public inspection, abstracting or copying, as provided by, and subject to the restrictions imposed by K.S.A. 45-215 et seq., the Kansas Open Records Act (KORA), as amended, and other pertinent Kansas and federal laws. 

SECTION 2.
Delegation of Authority and Responsibility.

The City Manager of the City of Overland Park is hereby authorized and directed to designate a Freedom of Information Officer for the City, to designate a record custodian for each City department housing public records, to establish guidelines as required to assure full compliance by the City with the KORA, and to establish fees for providing access to or furnishing copies of open public records.  The fees shall be subject to Governing Body approval.

SECTION 3.
Resolution No. 2793 is hereby rescinded.
