
RESOLUTION NO. 1116PRIVATE 

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE POLICY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS, REGARDING OFFICIAL PUBLIC RECORDS.


WHEREAS, the Kansas legislature, in K.C.A. 45‑201 and K.S.A. 45‑202, has expressed an intent that official public records required by law to be kept and maintained by a municipality shall be open to public inspection; and


WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Overland Park concurs in this intent.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

  1.
That it is hereby declared the policy of the City of Overland Park that all official public records required by law to be kept and maintained shall at all times be open for inspection by any citizen and those in charge of such records shall not refuse this privilege to any citizen;

  2.
That any citizen shall have access to such records, documents, or instruments for the purpose of inspecting, extracting or making copies of such records while in the possession, custody and control of the lawful custodian thereof, or his designated representative; provided, however, that such work shall be done under the supervision of the lawful custodian of such records, or his designated representative, who shall have the right to adopt and enforce reasonable rules governing the time and location of said work; and

  3.
That this policy shall continually be in force and effect, and subject only to further interpretations, explanations, and more definitive statements and actions by the Kansas legislature or Courts.
