RESOLUTION NO. 3505
A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING POLICY ON SCHOOL CROSSINGS AND TRAFFIC CONTROL AND RESCINDING RESOLUTION NO. 3247.

WHEREAS, the Public Works Committee of the City Council at their meeting on the


26th day of April 1995, recommended to the City Council certain operating policies and procedures; and


WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Overland Park, Kansas, did on the 1st 
day of May 1995, find such policies and procedures to be acceptable; and 


WHEREAS, the Public Safety Committee of the City Council at their meeting on the 14th day of November 2001, considered and recommended to the City Council certain additions to the current operating policies and procedures; and 


WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Overland Park, Kansas, did on the 19th day of November, 2001, find such additions to be acceptable;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

A.
"Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices" (MUTCD):

The City will use as policy the latest edition (as adopted by the State of Kansas) of the "Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices" (MUTCD) which is the National Standard for traffic signs, signals, markings and other devices placed on or adjacent to all classes of streets and highways. In addition, the City will consider the latest edition of the Kansas Department of Transportation's "Kansas Guidelines for School Crossing Guards."
B.
Adult Crossing Guard

(1)  Upon request and notwithstanding the Guidelines set forth below, the City will provide one adult crossing guard at every elementary school within the corporate City limits of Overland Park .  

(2)  Requests for crossing guards for elementary schools above those assigned pursuant to section 1 above and requests for any crossing guards for middle/junior high schools will only be assigned if the criteria outlined in Section C below is met.

(3)  Crossing guards will not be provided for high schools regardless of student ages.

D.
Use of Both an Adult Crossing Guard and a Traffic Signal or a Multiway Stop:

The criteria or warrants for the City providing both an adult crossing guard and a traffic

signal or a multiway stop are set forth below. Each of the following must be met:

(1) A traffic signal or a multiway stop is warranted in accordance with the "Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices."

(2) School pedestrians are elementary or middle/junior high school age.

(3) School pedestrians are not crossing established attendance boundaries.

(4) Pedestrian volume is 26 or more per crossing period.

 In addition to each of (1), (2), (3), and (4) being satisfied, any one of the following must be met:

(5) Crossing is across four or more marked vehicular traffic through lanes, or vehicular volume is 10,000 vehicles per day or greater.

 (6) Crossing is at a public street intersection where conflicting left or right turning movements across the crosswalk represent at least 25 percent of the traffic flow approach from which they originate.

(7) Normal posted speed limit is greater than 35 mph.
E.
Temporary Crossing Guard
The Chief of Police, at his discretion, may assign a crossing guard on a temporary basis, not to exceed one semester. 
F.
City Participation in Costs Associated with School Crossing Protection at City Boundaries:

(1) Signs, signals and markings ‑ The City will participate in its share of these devices (in each case only where warranted) at any school crossing even partially in the City whether or not used by students residing in Overland Park.

(2) Adult Guards ‑ If school pedestrians are entirely from another City, Overland Park will not consider providing or helping pay for an adult guard, even assuming one is warranted, at a crossing which is partially in Overland Park. Such protection should be the responsibility of the city of residence of the students.

G.
No Protection for School Pedestrians Crossing Attendance Boundaries

The City provides no signs, signals, markings or guards for school students crossing

established attendance area boundaries.


H.
School Speed Limit 25 Signs:

SCHOOL SPEED LIMIT 25 signs where used will be installed at the beginning of the school year and removed at the end of the school year.

RESOLUTION NO. 3247 is hereby rescinded.
