PLANNING COMMISSION RESOLUTION NO. 69

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURES RELATING TO THE PROCESSING OF REZONING AND SPECIAL USE PERMIT APPLICATIONS.


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park, Kansas, has adopted the Unified Development Ordinance which establishes procedures for the processing and review of rezoning and special use permit applications; and


WHEREAS, Kansas State Statute §12-3007 requires the publication of rezoning and special use permits in the City's official newspaper as soon as practicable after passage; and


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park has determined that a large percentage of approved zoning and special use permit ordinances have not been published; and


WHEREAS, the unpublished state of rezoning and special use permit ordinances creates legal and administrative problems in the effective administration of the planning process in the City of Overland Park; and


WHEREAS, the Governing Body and Planning Commission are desirous of establishing an application processing procedure which leads to the timely publication of passed rezoning and special use permit ordinances; and


WHEREAS, the Governing Body and Planning Commission are desirous of eliminating confusion and time delays for all parties affected by processing and passage of rezoning and special use permit ordinances; and


WHEREAS, the Governing Body and Planning Commission have reviewed and considered the findings and recommendations contained within the Review of Time of Performance and Unpublished Ordinances report.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:


That the Governing Body and the Planning Commission of the City of Overland Park, Kansas, on their own behalf and on behalf of all citizens of Overland Park, Kansas, for the purpose of improving the administration of the rezoning and special use permit ordinance review, approval and publication process do hereby adopt the following provisions:

Provision No. 1
At the time applications for rezoning or special use permits are submitted to the City of Overland Park the applicant/agent/landowner shall be required to submit detailed legal descriptions which clearly depict the location of all zoning district boundaries contained within the applications.

Provision No. 2
The applicant/agent/landowner shall submit payment to the City of Overland Park for publication costs associated with the appropriate ordinance prior to the application being placed on the City Council agenda for consideration.

Provision No. 3
For all rezoning and special use permit ordinances which contain conditions of dedication of additional right-of-way or temporary construction easements, the applicant/agent/

landowner shall submit appropriate deeds of dedication and temporary construction easements to the City of Overland Park prior to placement of the application on the agenda of the City Council.  For applicants legally unable to comply with these submission requirements, alternate provision shall be made in the administrative regulations and procedures enforcing this Resolution.

Provision No. 4
The Director of Planning and Research is authorized to develop and enforce administrative regulations and procedures necessary to effectively implement and administer the above listed provisions.  The Director shall submit an official copy of said regulations and procedures to each member of the Planning Commission and City Council prior to their going into effect.  Any person aggrieved by said regulations and procedures may appeal directly to the City Council.
