RESOLUTION NO. 3690
A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING POLICY ON SUMP PUMP CONNECTIONS TO THE CITY STORM SEWER SYSTEM.


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park recognizes that there are locations within the City where the frequent discharge of sump pumps from private property causes water to flow into or across public sidewalks, curbs and/or streets; and 


WHEREAS, the frequent discharge of sump pumps may create a nuisance or hazard in the right-of-way or may cause deterioration to the infrastructure; and 

WHEREAS, the private property owner has the responsibility to abate the condition on the private property that is causing a nuisance or hazard in the right-of-way; and


WHEREAS, in certain circumstances, it may be appropriate to connect the sump pump to the City storm sewer system to abate a condition in the right-of-way created by the frequent discharge from private property; and


WHEREAS, the requests from private property owners to establish sump pump connections to the City storm sewer system are increasing; and 


WHEREAS, the Governing Body recognizes the need to establish certain operating policies and procedures for the Public Works Department regarding these matters.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

SECTION 1.  The Governing Body hereby adopts the Sump Pump Discharge Policy dated August 4, 2008, a copy of which is attached to this Resolution and incorporated herein by reference, as the appropriate guideline for handling sump pump connections from private residences to the City storm sewer system.
