RESOLUTION NO. 3702
A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING POLICY ON SIGNING AND GENERAL TRAFFIC CONTROL AND RESCINDING RESOLUTION NO. 1948.


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park recognizes the need to establish certain operating policies and procedures for the Public Works Department; and


WHEREAS, the City of Overland Park finds the following policies and procedures to be acceptable;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

A.
SPEED BUMPS: "Speed bumps" will not be installed on public streets nor will their installation be endorsed on private streets.  However, speed humps, as defined in the City’s Traffic Calming Program in Section H, may be used on residential streets provided the criteria for installation has been satisfied.
B.
STREET NAME SIGN INSTALLATIONS: Street name signs will not be installed at intersections of private streets with private streets.

C.
PROVIDING SERVICES OR MATERIALS: No services or materials shall be sold related to traffic signs, signals, markings or street lighting, except:

1. Fabrication of street name signs and installation of same within public right-of-way;

2. Scrap materials for normal salvage value;


3.
Surplus equipment in accordance with City Operating Procedure No. 215;


4.
Installation of markings on boundary streets;


5.
Traffic signal maintenance at boundary intersections where an agreement exists; and


6.
Street lighting maintenance on boundary streets where an agreement exists.

D.
STOP SIGN INSTALLATIONS: STOP signs will be installed in public right-of-way for private driveways as determined by City Traffic Engineer.

E.
PARKING ON LOCAL RESIDENTIAL STREETS: The City Traffic Engineer is authorized by ordinance to erect signs indicating "no parking" upon both sides of any street when the width of the roadway does not exceed twenty (20) feet, or upon one side of a street when the width of the roadway does not exceed thirty (30) feet. However, in the absence of a public safety problem documented in writing by any provider of emergency services or an operational problem confirmed by the Public Works Department, parking will generally not be prohibited on local residential streets unless a petition is received by the City Traffic Engineer with the names and signatures of over 50% of the owners in one residential block (only one signature per household is needed). In such cases, the City Traffic Engineer will review the petition and may prohibit parking on at least one side of a local residential street.

F.
SPECIFYING NAME BRANDS: Name brands versus functional specifications may be used with respect to purchasing traffic signal and street lighting equipment in order to minimize maintenance and inventory requirements.

G.
MANUAL ON UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES fillin "" \d ""(MUTCD): The City conforms to the National Standard on traffic control devices.

H.
TRAFFIC CALMING:  The Governing Body hereby adopts the Traffic Calming Program, duly incorporated by reference and on file in the office of the City Clerk as an appropriate guide for the review and action on traffic calming requests within the City.  


RESOLUTION NO. 1948 establishing policy on signing and general traffic control is hereby rescinded.
