RESOLUTION NO. 2946

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING POLICY ON INSTALLING TRAFFIC SIGNALS TO SERVE PRIVATE STREETS INTERSECTING PUBLIC STREETS AND RESCINDING RESOLUTION NO. 1071.


WHEREAS, the Public Works Committee of the City Council at their meeting on the  24th day of September, 1997, RECOMMENDED to the City Council certain Operating Polices  and Procedures; and


WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Overland Park, Kansas, did on  6th day of October, 1997, find such policies and procedures to be acceptable;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS:

INSTALLING TRAFFIC SIGNALS TO SERVE PRIVATE STREETS INTERSECTING PUBLIC STREETS

The Developer or private property owner or owners shall be responsible for the total design and construction costs. (Where traffic signals are installed at four-legged intersections where one of the legs is private, the developer or private property owner or owners shall be responsible for 25% of the total design and construction costs.)  No signals will be authorized for installation at these private streets unless traffic volumes meet the necessary warrants as set forth in the “Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices” adopted by the U.S. Department of Transportation – Federal Highway Administration.  No permit or authorization for construction shall be provided until detailed plans have been submitted to and approved by the City’s Traffic Engineer.


The City Traffic Engineer shall inspect the work during construction and if accepted following construction completion, the City will assume ownership and all future operation, energy, and maintenance costs.

RESOLUTION NO. 1071 IS HEREBY RESCINDED.
