RESOLUTION NO. 2926

A RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS, DESIGNATING CERTAIN PORTIONS OF JOHNSON COUNTY COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS RESIDENTIAL CENTER UTILIZED FOR THE COMMUNITY WEEKEND INTERVENTION PROGRAM AS A CONFINEMENT FACILITY.

WHEREAS, Article 12, Section 5 of the Kansas Constitution grants the cities in this state the authority to determine their local affairs, and

WHEREAS, O.P.M.C. §12.04.030 requires individuals who have been convicted of driving under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs to serve a sentence of imprisonment, and

WHEREAS, K.S.A. §8-1567(q)(2) and O.P.M.C. §12.04.030 define “imprisonment” as any restrained environment in which the court and law enforcement agency intend to retain custody and control of a defendant and such environment has been approved by the board of county commissioners or the governing body of a city, and

WHEREAS, O.P.M.C. §11.56.140 requires individuals who have been convicted of possession of a controlled substance to serve a sentence of imprisonment, and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Overland Park desires to enter into an agreement with Charles Stebbins Counseling Services allowing for the utilization of the Johnson County Community Corrections facility located at 101 Roeland Park Drive, New Century, Kansas to conduct the Community Weekend Intervention Program, and


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF OVERLAND PARK, KANSAS that those designated portions of the Johnson County Community Corrections residential facility located at 101 Roeland Drive, New Century, Kansas utilized in the Community Weekend Intervention Program, at the time when the program is being conducted, shall be deemed a confinement facility for purposes of satisfying statutory sentencing requirements.
